Why Heart Connection Is So Hard? 
 

1) Our hearts have been BROKEN 
 
Matthew 24:12 (ESV), And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow cold.   
John 2:24, But Jesus would not entrust himself to them, for he knew all people.  
Proverbs 12:26, The righteous choose their friends carefully, but the way of the wicked 
leads them astray. 
 
2) TRUST is tricky 
 
Isaiah 2:22, Stop trusting in mere humans, who have but a breath in their nostrils . . .   
Psalm 40:4 (NET), How blessed is the one who trusts in the LORD and does not seek 
help from the proud or from liars.  
❖ Heart connection happens well where there is trust.  
❖ Trust is proven through faithfulness. 



 
How Do We Invest In One Another Successfully? 

 
1) Treasure HUMILITY 
 
Proverbs 22:24, Humility is the fear of the LORD; its wages are riches and honor and life. 
 
Proverbs 26:27-28, 27 Whoever digs a pit will fall into it; if someone rolls a stone, it will roll 
back on them. 28 A lying tongue hates those it hurts, and a flattering mouth works ruin. 
 
 
2) Talk HONESTLY 
 
Proverbs 27:6, Wounds from a friend can be trusted, but an enemy multiplies kisses. 
 
Matthew 5:8, Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. 
 
Proverbs 10:9, Whoever walks in integrity walks securely, but whoever takes crooked paths 
will be found out. 

 
 

3) Be HELPFUL 
 
Proverbs 3:27, Do not withhold good from those to whom it is due, when it is in your  
power to act.
